On June 21st 1921, the historic first meeting of the
Members Committee met at the Hotel Oakland to
officially launch the first Soroptimist club
(Soroptimist Club of Alameda County)

The core group met once a week and in three
short months they had gathered the support of 80
women in Alameda County, California, which was
the number stipulated as minimum to form a char-
ter club

The presentation of the Charter and the officer in-
stallation ceremony for the Soroptimist Club of Al-
ameda County took place in formal style at the Ho-
tel Oakland on October 3rd 1921 in Oakland, Cal-
ifornia.

The First Project
One of the major projects under-
‘i’ | taken by the Oakland Club con-

% cerned the environment with legis-
ative advocacy to “Save the Red-
{ii§ woods”— the great ancient trees
¢! which were being felled unmerci-
@ fully. Soroptimists lobbied the leg-

islature, took on the powerful lum-
ber companies, and gained public support for the
project.
